Budget Supplemental(s) from Additional Revenue - Grants 

library - Boulder Public library Foundation Grant - $45.905 

This item appropriates funds received from the Boulder Public library Foundation Grant. Funds 

will be used to support staffing at the Carnegie Branch and in the Boulder Reads Program. 

Budget Supplemental(s) from Additional Revenue - Miscellaneous 

library - Historic Photograph Digitizing and Equipment - $5.000 

A service to provide scanning of historic photographs was implemented in 2004. Revenues 

from this service will be used to offset the cost of digitizing the photographic collections, 

equipment maintenance and equipment replacement. 

library - Materials AcquiSition (proceeds from disposition of worn materials) - $5.000 

The library uses a private service to sell outdated and worn library material!;. The net revenues 

from this service will be used to supplement the library materials acquisition budget. 

library - Materials Acquisition (proceeds from sale of books) - $20.000 

In June 2009, the library assumed responsibility for used book sales. Prior to that time, used 

books were sold by, and the proceeds were retained by the Boulder Public library Foundation. 

Proceeds from used books sales supplement the library materials acquisition budget. 

library - Overdrive Service - $45.600 

The library has entered into a cost-sharing arrangement with Loveland, Lafayette, Broomfield, 
Westminster, louisville and Longmont to allow their patrons to use the Overdrive downloadable 

content service. The revenues from the cost sharing arrangement are used to offset the cost of 

the Overdrive service and the cost of adding to the downloadable audio content collection.

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'Caffeinator 3000': Boulder library buys $8,000 coffee machine 

Full-service cafe eQuid finally arrive at main branch in 2013

For many voracious readers, the experience of indulging in a good book isn't quite the same without a cup of coffee in 
hand. 

The Boulder Public Library finally has found a way to cater to those particular bookworms by installing a Seattle's Best 
coffee machine at the city's main branch. 

The library has been without a public source of caffeine for more than two years, ever since the owners of the Espress-Oh! 
cafe packed up and left in September 2009. 

Library officials have worked on several ideas to bring a new cafe back to the pedestrian bridge that links the two sides of 
the downtown library, but none of the options have worked out. 

So, for now, the solution is an $8,165 vending machine that dispenses coffee and hot chocolate for between $1 and $1.25 
per cup. 

"We expect to recoup this cost over the life of the machine, while not charging too much for the drinks," said Jennifer Bray, 
a library spokeswoman. 

The machine accepts debit and credit cards and users can bring their own cups . 

Bray said the machine grinds fresh coffee beans -- no instant mix here -- and brews each cup as it's ordered. 

Leanne Rizzo, an administrative assistant at the library, said the vending machine is a welcome addition for staffers and 
patrons alike. 



"For days like today, when you're virtually snowed In, it's nice to have coffee on site," she said. "We've had a lot of 
requests to bring coffee back to the bridge area, so I think once people start to realize that it is available, I think patrons 
.wlll be really happy about it." 

The machine offers a variety of options: regular coffee, decaf coffee, cafe au lait, mocha cafe au lait, vanilla cafe au lait, 
caramel cafe au lait and hot cocoa. 

Boulder resident Darryl Manson bought a cup of coffee from the machine on Thursday afternoon. 

"I'm excited," he said of the glowing red machine. "It's been kind of tough" not having coffee with his weekly visits to the 
building. 

The library recently held an online naming contest for the machine. On Wednesday, officials choose to dub the machine the 
"Caffeinator 3000." Systems librarian Michelle Gerry and 9-year-old Taylor Beamer both suggested a variant of the 
"caffeinator" name, and both won a cup of their chOOSing. 

Library officials say they still want to bring a full-service cafe to the downtown location. The current plan is to include a 
possible coffee cart or cafe as part of a request for proposals for renovations that the library plans to put out next year. 
Construction of a cafe wouldn't happen sooner than 2013, however. 

In November, Boulder voters approved a $49 million bond measure that includes money for relocating the children's area 
of the library to an upper landing area, which currently contains the teen area and adult fiction. 

That could make room for a cafe near the main entrance -- the location that's specifically recommended for food service in 
the library'S master plan.
