Who: The Homebound Delivery Program assists individuals in the City of Boulder who have difficulty getting out and about, even on a temporary basis. The program matches these patrons with library materials that interest them.


What: Books (regular and large-print), DVDs, audiobooks, magazines, Prospector consortium items and InterLibrary Loan services are all available to homebound patrons.


When: Delivery is available weekly, every other week, monthly or on a will-call basis. When a patron enrolls in the program, his or her needs are assessed, as well as his or her likes and dislikes. Following that assessment, each patron will be assigned a delivery day. Currently volunteers deliver throughout the week. A patron’s assigned delivery day will depend on where he/she lives in Boulder.

How: Patrons can contact the program administrator and volunteers with special requests, changes and questions by phone, email or online.
